After we work with them, you will revise your responses and turn them in for another test grade.

1. How does Golding use the resources of language to characterize the boys and the island. 
2. What is the relationship of Simon and Piggy and how does it change as the book progresses?
3. Define the term “allegory.”  
4. Golding presents a central theme regarding society throughout the book.  Identify this theme and describe what he is saying about it.
5. There are several items used to represent different things, namely the conch, Piggy’s glasses, and the Beast.  Identify what these items might represent.
