THEA Test

If you plan to attend a public college or university in Texas, you will be required to take the THEA (Texas Higher Education Assessment), which measures reading, math, and writing skills, before attending college classes.  The THEA will be used by Texas institutions of higher education as an assessment instrument providing diagnostic data for entering students. Students who demonstrate deficiencies in any of the tested areas will be required to enroll in at least one developmental course each semester until they are able to pass all sections of the THEA test.

Students may be exempt from all or part of the THEA by scoring high on the ACT, SAT, or TAKS.  To be exempt from THEA, you must score at or above the following:  ACT—composite score of 23 with a minimum of 19 on the English and/or math tests; OR SAT—combined verbal and math score of 1070 with a minimum of 500 on the verbal and/or math tests; OR EXIT LEVEL TAKS—check with the institution you plan to attend to see if TAKS is accepted as an exemption and the score minimum necessary.  Students may be exempt from the THEA test if enrolling in a Certificate Program of 42 semester credit hours or less at a community or technical college.

Contact the appropriate campus Business Office where you wish to take the exam, pay your $10 nonrefundable registration fee, and sign up in advance.  On the day of the exam bring $29.00 (check, money order, or credit card payable to NES), picture ID, 4-function non-programmable, non-scientific calculator, and two #2 pencils.  There is no prior mail-in registration as with the regular THEA test, but a reservation is necessary.  

Other area 2- and 4-year colleges and universities may also offer the Quick THEA; contact the testing center of the institution for details.

Seniors:


If you plan to enroll in a public two- or four-year TEXAS college or university, you must take the THEA or be exempt based on ACT, SAT, or Exit-Level TAKS scores.  Contact the college or university you plan to attend for more detailed information.

Juniors and Sophomores:

If you are interested in enrolling in dual-credit coursework (courses that count for high school and college credit) for the 2008-09 academic year, you must be exempt based on SAT, ACT, or Exit Level TAKS criteria OR present passing scores on the THEA test or the THEA QuickTest.  

To be considered for dual-credit coursework, a copy of exemption scores or THEA scores must be RECEIVED in the High School Office by June 1, 2008!  NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE!  


Class size is limited; students will be enrolled in the order in which course requests and THEA documentation/exemption is received; a waiting list will be created, if necessary.
